apuething other than, "oh, making pottery,™

Peorle in the world are becoming
quite aware now that ceramlice has =2 place 8m 1
high technology field In net only strucktural

materials but, of course, electronic materials
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that we are asasoclated with. Se the fisld is
belng vary well recognized, Lt s an expanding
'field, and with this brings opportunities for
succeage g And challenzes foer us.

For our divigion, I ecan say what
some of the succesges have been. We are a well-
functioning division. We have 2 etrong Stearing
| Commictae which meets the Sunday evenings hefore
Imach vf oar meecings, both inm the fall and the
antnal meeting., And I can certalnly welcome any
vf you to attend thoae meetings and te become
'active, We are always looking for new people to
become active wichin the divisipn,

We alsc have spmething that is a bit
unique within the American Ceramic Seciety, and

that 1s our Program Advigery Cowmmlttee. %his is
-a committea that 1s cthalred by our secretary and
serves to take ideas from people within the divi-
gion £o foarm new ideas oY new program formats,
and it hae been functionipng very well also.

I have found that people from other

divigions come to me and ask me heow wa dg chisg, and
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cur system for powme cther divisiens is now serving
45 8 model Eysten,

In terms af our programming, we had
8 very successful pregram in the fall gf 1984 with
eur Ean Franclaco meeting, a regional meecing with
the Pacific Coast regional., In 1985 we will be
meeting in Orlando, where we will have a topical
meefing on maltileyer ceramice. Thiz 1s with pur
incoming preogram chailrman, John Blum, In 1986 we
will be meeting In New Orleans and we will cer-
tainly be meeting with the Bagis Sclence Division
and It Appesare now also with the Glasa Divislan,
And in 1987 wa have chosen Denver, Colorado, ar
our mocekblng seite,

in terms of papers, we have had a
continually expanding progrem. In 1982 we had
approximately &0 papers at the annual maeting.
In 1983 it waz 81. 1In 1284 it was 123, 4nd now
in 1985 It ia 148, 56 we can see that the interest
ln the program and the contributicos of papers to

the Flectronics Division have heen growing at a

rapid pace.
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Qur membarahip i continusally crow-
ing. We now have as primary members alone over
l.EﬁD membara Iin the Ejestcronicsg Divigian, And
in faet, we ara the fastest growlng division
within the American Ceramic Socilsty,
